He talks about work, about his trip, about the boat—as he should, because
these are things he cares about. But I don’t love the fact that it now feels as if
I can’t talk about the thing I care about the most.

The next afternoon I take the twins to the toy store—a rare indulgence.

it. I will comb every inch of this goddamn state by hand before I accept that
he went into the lake without me.

“He wouldn’t,” I whisper. “He knows he’s not allowed to go in the lake
without an adult.”

The chief winces. “Kids don’t always listen.”
No, they don’t. Henry also knew he wasn’t allowed to walk into the

backyard without me and he does it all the time. Every single time he sees
Caleb. Oh God. Could he have gone into the lake? Could he have gone to
check inside Caleb’s boat and fallen in?

Molly squeezes my arm, blinking back tears. I didn’t realize she was here.
“Why don’t I take Sophie inside?” she asks, reaching out. I nod, swallowing
hard as I release my daughter.

I start toward the lake. “I’m going to—”
Jeremy gently grabs my arm. “They want us to stay here, Luce. We need

to be available if they have questions. Here, you’re shivering.” He slips his
sweatshirt over my head, and I let him.

better.”
“He’s okay?”
The guy shrugs. “Far as I know. Found the kid somewhere off in the

woods. Got lost on the path or something.”
I sprint down the driveway and don’t stop until I reach them. Lucie is

clutching Henry and Jeremy has his arms around them both.



I realize they had children together, but the sight of them like that after all
the shit he’s done to her infuriates me. For now, though, I ignore it and drop
to the ground. “I’m so sorry. I got here as fast as I could,” I tell her. I brush a
hand through Henry’s hair. “Hey, bud. You okay?”

Henry nods. He’s the only one of the three of them who will even look at
me.

“So what happened?” I ask Lucie.
She buries her face into Henry’s hair. “The sitter wasn’t watching, and he

walked out the back door. It took three hours to find him.”
“Three hours? Where did he go?”
“Where do you think, asshole?” sneers Jeremy. “He was looking for

you.”
I glance at Lucie to confirm this, and she can’t meet my eye.
“You were looking for me?” I ask Henry, swallowing down the bile in

my throat.
He blinks. “I wanted to show you the arm. You always come around the

path after a trip.”

“To be honest, I’m not sure I ever trust her behind the
wheel, but especially not today. Can you just tell her Michael is here? I’ll
drive her home whenever she’s ready to leave.”

I stare at him blankly. This can’t be the same Michael, can it? This sweet,
quiet guy with his painfully obvious crush on Molly is nothing like the hot,
Christian Grey-style billionaire Molly’s been describing for the past two



years.
“Michael her boss?”
He blinks in surprise. “I mean...technically, sure. I own the company,

though I don’t think anyone tells Molly what to do. How did you know?”
Henry snuggles sleepily against my chest as he looks up at him. “Molly

wants to marry you. She talks about it all the time.”
Michael’s eyes widen and before he can hide it, there’s hope there too.

I’ll tell her you’re

waiting.”

walks me to the door.

She knows I’m about to see Caleb for the first time in a week—news
about the merger leaked, so he’s called an emergency staff meeting to quell
any anxiety.

I glance up at the stage to find him watching me again. It’s the text he
might send before telling me we can’t keep working together. What it
definitely is not is the text he’d send if he wanted to work things out.

My fingers hover over the screen, but instead of replying, I lock the
phone and slip out of the room to go get the twins. Today is hard enough
without hearing Caleb deliver the final blow.

I get home and pull up beside Molly’s BMW, my gaze on Caleb’s house
instead of my own. There’s a car in the driveway. I can’t imagine Caleb
having visitors, given the current state of his home and the fact that he’s
about to leave for Maui.

We need to talk, he’d said. Was it about this? This mysterious visitor he



was worried I might run into?
When I get inside, the twins are still not in their uniforms and Molly’s got

way more makeup on her face than normal.
I send Henry and Sophie upstairs to change and turn to Molly. “Have you

looked in the mirror, hon?”

I hitch a shoulder. “That depends on your taste. You’ve got a circle of

lipstick on each cheek, however.”

“Fucking kids,” she says. “Are you in a rush? I need to fix this.”
“No, we’ve got plenty of time. There’s makeup remover in my medicine

cabinet.”
She heads upstairs, and I wander, as always, to the back window where

I’ve spent my entire life hoping to find Caleb on the dock, though I know he
won’t be there today.

Someone is there, however—a woman, stretched out and basking in the
sun. She’s long and lean, her red hair fanned out around her.

Kate.
Kate is here.
I don’t realize I’m walking toward her until the door closes behind me.
The noise rouses her, and she pushes up on her forearms, watching me

y chest aches when I reach my desk. I have a thousand things to
do before I go home to pack, and I don’t give a shit about a single
one of them.

This was supposed to be the most important weekend of my life, but it’ll
be entirely meaningless without Lucie there at the end—without her laugh,
her smell, that soft skin at the base of her wrist, the arch of her foot, and her
head resting on my chest. It’s meaningless without the kids too. Without
Henry’s slow smiles, without Sophie’s crazy vocabulary and sentences
spoken in code.

I miss all of those things and I’ve been missing them, but it wasn’t until I
saw her in the auditorium this morning that I wondered how I’d survive
without getting them back.

Beck calls and I answer reluctantly. He’s probably going to yell at me
again. At least now we’re on the same page.

“You gonna see Lucie before you leave town?” he asks.
I sigh. “I told her we needed to talk at the meeting today, but she didn’t

wait.”
His laugh is short and unhappy. “Let me guess. You said you needed to

talk without ever suggesting you were sorry, but you’re shocked that she
wasn’t waiting with bated breath to hear from you.”

His words grate. In part because he’s being an asshole and in part because
he’s right.

“Swearing I’ll work less when I’m on my way out of town for work seems
like it might fall a little flat. I’ll get through this meeting and try again when
I’m home.”

“Caleb,” he says slowly, “that’s not good enough. You fucked up, dude.
Like, you really, really fucked up. She thought her kid was dead last week
and you basically shrugged like it wasn’t your problem and left town.”

“That’s not what—”
“I know,” he says, cutting me off. “That’s not what you meant to do, but

ever since Hannah died, what you intend and what you actually do are not the
same thing. Which brings me to my point…telling Lucie you’ll work less
isn’t going to solve anything. It’s probably not even true.”

I’ll be good for a
few days or a week, and then I’ll start to backslide. “Okay, since you know so
much, what the fuck am I supposed to do? Quit my job? Wait tables at your
bar, morning shifts only?”

He sighs. I can picture him pushing a hand through his hair out of
frustration. “Caleb, the issue isn’t how much you work. It’s that you blame
yourself when anything goes wrong, and you abandon the people who need
you most when it happens. You abandoned Kate because you felt guilty about
Hannah, and what happened with Lucie last week sure seemed to follow the
playbook, didn’t it? Until you deal with your guilt, I’m not sure how you fix
anything.”



I push away from my desk, grabbing my keys. “Thanks for the armchair
psychology, Beck,” I snap, walking out of my office and ignoring Kayleigh
entirely. “You haven’t had a single relationship in at least five years, yet
you’re able to diagnose all my problems, it seems.”

“Diagnosing your shit doesn’t require a degree, asshole,” Beck says as I
push through the front doors. “Everyone knows what’s going on with you,
except for you. Everyone knows that you freaked out after Hannah died and
acted like it didn’t matter in the first place. You’re forgetting we were all
there. You kept her ultrasound pic in a frame on your desk. You had her car
seat professionally installed twice because you were worried it wasn’t secure
enough. You fucking cared, and you’re the only person in the world who
doesn’t know it. Go to Hannah’s grave for once in your life and then come
tell me I’m wrong.”

He hangs up and I keep walking to my truck, my jaw grinding.
Why the fuck would I go to the grave? I can’t bring her back. What good

would it do to remember how it all was? To remember everything I hoped for
and how it ended?

But when I reach the turnoff for the lake…I keep driving. The cemetery
isn’t far from here, though I’ve only been once. Beck thinks I can’t go to her
grave? Of course I can. I’ll go and it will be every bit as meaningless, as
performative, as I knew it would be.

I park in the cemetery, and there’s an odd, leaden weight in my stomach
as I climb out. The last time I was here was at the burial. We didn’t have a
ceremony. It was just me and Kate. She wrapped her arms around the tiny
casket, choking on her sobs, and the longer it went on, the more dead I felt
inside.

she was in my arms, tiny but solid, and how some bizarre part of me thought
that maybe the hospital had made a mistake.

That was the first and last time I ever held her. And the nurse reached out
and I knew what she wanted—that she wanted me to hand Hannah over
because Kate wouldn’t—and I wasn’t ready.

I wasn’t fucking ready, and I didn’t know what to do, so I chose to
believe it didn’t matter. That I couldn’t have cared all that much because if I
had, I’d have been there sooner, and that one of us had to be rational and it
would have to be me. So I handed Hannah over, and when Kate screamed
and tried to lunge from the bed, I was the one who kept her from following.

I was wrong. I’m not sure what I should have done. But I should have
done more than I did.

I did want the things we lost, and it was harder than I ever
let on, but admitting it doesn’t leave me feeling like a weight has been lifted
as I return to my truck. It’s more as if one’s been added…as if a piece of me I
shut off a long time ago is back again, and it fucking hurts. I’d have given
anything, done anything, just to have my daughter back. I still would.



I turn toward the lake, cursing Beck for suggesting it in the first place. I
don’t need this shit right before I head to Hawaii, and I somehow have to get
my head back in the game.

Take another shower, I command as I crest the hill to my house. Change
clothes, get a stiff drink the second you’re on the plane, and get your head in
the—

I hit the brakes, staring at the car in my driveway, unfamiliar, with out-of-
state tags.

Somehow, I already know it’s Kate.
I climb from the car and walk into the backyard, my dread growing with

every step. She’s on the dock in shorts and a tshirt, smiling as her head turns
my way. It’s her old Kate smile—confident, on top of the world. Until she
started doing drugs, there was no one alive surer of herself than Kate. She
climbs to her feet and bridges the distance between us, throwing her arms
around my neck.

I step away as quickly as I can. "You should have told me you were
coming.”

"I was worried you'd run in the opposite direction."

come here, at the very least. I look over my shoulder—thank God Lucie and
the twins aren’t home. “I guess you got the papers?”

Her smile fades. “Yeah,” she says quietly. “Can we talk?”
God, this is the worst possible time for this. I run a hand through my hair.

“Sure. Of course. I’ve got a flight to catch but—”
“I’ve been clean for three months, Caleb,” she says, cutting me off. “I

know I fucked up and I shouldn’t have left rehab in the first place, but I went
back. For you. For us. I want us to start over.”

A chasm opens in my stomach. I don’t want to hurt her sobriety, and I’m
so sorry that I didn’t do a better job of helping her when she fell apart, but…
it’s far, far too late. In some ways, it was too late even before she left. We
weren’t necessarily wrong together, but that’s very different from being with
the right person, the person you were meant for. Something I didn’t
understand until Lucie reentered my life.



“Kate, you were gone for a year,” I reply. “I had no idea where you were
or if you were alive until a few weeks ago. I had to move on. I did move on.
I’ll help however I can, but anything between us is over.”

Her eyes widen, as if it never occurred to her that I might find someone
else. “Look, I know I need to re-earn your trust,” she begins. “I’d feel the
same way if I were you. So if you want me to take a urine test every hour on
the hour, I’ll—”

“Kate, stop,” I whisper. She’s a born negotiator. I don’t want to hurt her,
but she never thinks the door is closed and she’ll keep right on asking to be
let in unless I give her the entire truth. “I'm with someone now. Lucie. I
wasn’t looking to move on, but we share the dock and it’s just—”

“Her?” Kate demands, her face bleached of color. “You’re with her?”
My stomach tightens. “You saw her?” My voice is flat, utterly

emotionless, the opposite of how I actually feel.
“She came out here about twenty minutes ago and took off. You can’t be

serious. What could you and that girl possibly have in common?”
Fuck, fuck, fuck. I can see it all from Lucie’s perspective: I tell her I need

to talk, and she discovers Kate here, lying out on the dock as if I invited her.
“We have everything in common. Fucking everything that matters. What did
you tell her?”

Kate wraps her arms around herself as if she’s been hit. Her mouth opens,
then closes, and I’ll probably wish I’d been more diplomatic later on, but I
really need to know how much damage was done so I can fix it.

“Nothing. I just told her who I was and she took off. Is it serious?” Her
voice is so muted it’s barely intelligible.

No one has asked me this question. Not even Lucie. We danced around it
because I was scared where the conversation would lead, but the answer
comes easily now, clear as day:

I’m
beginning to understand why it happened, and I’m also beginning to
understand that there’s something worse, more unbearable, than
responsibility and risk.

I want the responsibility, and I want the risk. I want everything that

comes with having them in my life, the good and the bad.
“Yeah,” I reply. “As soon as this is done, I’m going to marry her.” I hate

that I’ve been so blunt, but I’ve spent too long not quite committing to the
things that matter.

I’m ready for that change. But first I have to find Lucie.
“I’m so sorry, but I’ve got to go,” I tell her. “I think we’ll need to file the

divorce paperwork differently now that you’re back, but I’ll give you a call?”
“Sure,” she says. “I’ll be around.”
I hesitate. “You’re not staying with that dealer, are you?”
She shakes her head. “No. Don’t worry about me.”
I take her at her word, mostly because I’m too freaked out about Lucie to

do anything else.
I call Mark on the way back to my truck. “Can you tell Caldwell I can’t

make it this weekend?” I ask.
“Can’t make it? Are you insane? This weekend means everything!”
Yeah, I thought so too, but I was wrong.
It turns out what means everything was sitting next door, waiting for me.

And I don’t want them to wait even a minute more.
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LUCIE

’ve just gotten a seat near the front of the school auditorium when Mrs.
Kroesinger comes to find me. “We have a little problem,” she whispers.
“Henry isn’t sure he wants to go on.”

I expected as much, but I follow her to the left of the stage where Henry
sits on an overturned milk crate with his chin in his hands, a truculent set to
his face. He isn’t unsure, as his teacher suggested—he’s already decided. I
kneel in front of him. He won’t admit he’s scared, but it’s there in his wide,
lost eyes. “What’s going on, buddy?” I ask, pulling his hands into mine.

“I don’t want to do this.”
I nod. “Everyone gets a little stage fright. Tell me exactly what you’re

worried will happen.”
“People could laugh. Or it might not work.”
“Has it ever not worked before?” I ask.
He stares at his tiny knees, pressed tight together. “No.”

A good life is made up
of all these brave moments. And you use the confidence you get from the first
brave moment to move on to the bigger and better ones. But how are you
ever going to get there if you won’t take that first step?”



His eyes meet mine. I have no idea if he’s gotten the analogy. “Is Caleb
coming?”

There’s a pinch in my chest. “I’m sure he’d have wanted to. I didn’t
invite him.”

He frowns. “Why not?”
There are so many answers on the tip of my tongue. Yes, Caleb couldn’t

have come. He’ll be heading to the airport soon, perhaps with his wife. But
Henry’s asking a bigger question. He wants to know why we no longer talk to
Caleb or talk about Caleb and why I’ve stopped saying ‘maybe’ or ‘I hope
so’ when Henry asks if we’ll see him soon.

I love you, and I’m so
fucking sorry it took me this long to say it. I’m so fucking sorry I freaked out
last week.

He stops, swallowing. “I swear to God, I’ll do better.”

I press my face to his chest, and it all comes out—the pain I’ve held in for
the past hour and the past week and the past month. His hold on me tightens.

He shakes his head. “It’s done. You guys come first now, and I’m not

announces to the kids around her, loud enough that we can hear her all the
way in the back, “so you all need to stand up and clap.”

And they do.

WE WALK OUTSIDE ONCE the show concludes to meet Jeremy, who
theoretically got held up at work and is only arriving now. Caleb has
remained in the school lobby at my request—Jeremy’s mom will do most of
the parenting this weekend, but I want this tentative peace with him to last at
least until the twins are home safely.

“Great job, buddy!” Jeremy says, thumping Henry on the back as if he
was there. “Did you crush the other kids?”

“It’s not a competition, Daddy,” Sophie scolds. And while his father
mutters something along the lines of that’s what losers say, Henry looks at
me and gives me that secret smile of his—the one that rests entirely in his
eyes and makes me think he might already be wiser than his father and I put
together.

I hand Jeremy their weekend bags.
“So what are you doing while we’re gone?” he asks. “You could come
