That it’s hard. [laughs] As a captain, the
number one lesson I've learned is that
I'm mostly a teammate/linemate first
and that I'm a captain second. It’s my
job to lead and motivate the team—to
be a role model in some respects. but at
the end of the day. each of us 1akes turns
pushing each other and supporting each
other. It’s the same for every game. even
a playoff match. And as an openly gay
athlete...l think sometimes all you need
to be a role model is to exist. To show it
can work. Being a role model isn’t about
being perfeet, it's giving an example of
one way to live life successfully.

The type of homophobic or
misogynistic talk you see in other
locker rooms really gets shut down
here.

I think other
teams just have to make that the
norm. Which might be scary and
might get you made fun of—but if
everyone has a zero-lolerance stance
on those types of comments, no one
can complain.
